Internet Policy


This policy was developed and approved by the Board of School Elders of Trinity Evangelical Lutheran Church.  The policy was developed to help students have a safe and beneficial experience utilizing the Internet.

1. The classroom teacher determines how and when the Internet will be used in the classroom.
2. Students will use the Internet solely for educational purposes.

3. In order to use the Internet, a teacher must be present in the room.

4. Students are prohibited from accessing pornographic materials.

5. Students are prohibited from accessing hate group web sites.

6. Students will not be allowed access to email or social media without teacher approval.

7. All students in grades 3-8 will receive and return a computer network and Internet guidelines form signed by a parent/guardian and themselves.

8. Students who violate the Internet policy will have the following consequences:

· Students who unintentionally access inappropriate material will not receive consequences if they notify a teacher immediately.  Unintentionally accessing material will be documented by the teacher and given to the principal.

· Students who intentionally access inappropriate material will have their Internet access rights terminated for the remainder of the school year.  Parents will be notified in writing.  This offense will be documented by the teacher and given to the principal.

· Students who use Internet technology to send hateful or threatening email/chat room messages will be referred to the principal where suspension may be imposed.  When applicable the appropriate authorities will be notified to determine further actions. 
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
