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OUR PURPOSE

The purpose of Trinity Preschool is to foster the social, scholastic, and physical development of each child.  Above all, the program is designed to assist the parents with the spiritual training of their children through an organized plan of Bible lessons and religious instruction.

OUR PROGRAM

Our program includes:

· Bible lessons, songs, and finger plays

· Large and fine motor activities

· Opportunities for social and emotional growth

· Readiness activities

· Opportunities for creative expression through art, music, and dramatic play

· Story time activities.
THE CALENDAR YEAR & HOURS

The Preschool year begins Tuesday, September 6, 2022.  Vacation days and teacher conferences are scheduled into the school year.  PK4 (4-year-olds) is held on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays.  PK3 (3-year-olds) is held on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  Full days meet from 8:15-3:10. Half Days meet from 8:15-11:30.  Students should not come more than 15 minutes before the start of class and should be picked up promptly at the end of class.
ADMISSIONS

PK3 is designed for children who are at least thirty-three (33) months old by September 1.  They must also be potty trained.  PK4 is designed for children who are at least four years old by September 1 and who plan to attend Kindergarten in the following year.  Trinity does not discriminate on the basis of race, nationality, color, ethnic origin, gender, or handicap.

REGISTRATION

Registration is completed online at the following site:  http://mytads.com/a/trinitybelleplaine.   Please note that there is a $75 registration fee.  This fee is applied to your child’s first month’s tuition.   Children are not allowed to attend classes until they are fully registered.  Please let us know of any changes in address, phone number, or persons allowed to pick up your child as they occur.

TUITION

Tuition is handled through TADS, an online tuition management company.  After your child is registered, you will be asked to set up a tuition account through TADS.  The Preschool must receive payment promptly each month, or the child will not be allowed to attend until payment is made.
Tuition for PK4/Full Day is $299/month (Half-Day is $149.99/month)

Tuition for PK3/Full Day is $199.22 (Half Day is $99.67/month).

REFUNDS

When a child drops from the program during the school year, any prepaid tuition amount will be refunded, providing the Preschool is given a written two-week prior notice.  No refunds will be given for days missed because of inclement weather, illness, or vacation.

SUPPLIES

Most supplies are provided by the Preschool.  Parents will provide a backpack and a few other required items.  This list will be provided to parents at time of enrollment.  The children will be provided with a water bottle that will remain at school and be cleaned daily by the teacher. Children are discouraged from bringing toys from home.  Trinity Lutheran Preschool is not responsible for any toys brought to school.

ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE

Please bring your child to the classroom at the beginning of the session.  At the end of the session, only those whom you have designated to do so may pick up your child from the Preschool.  Out of consideration of our teacher, please be prompt.  If you are unable to pick up your child on time, please call so that arrangements can be made.
TRANSPORTATION

No bus service is provided by the Preschool.  Carpooling is often worked out among the parents.  Additionally, families may make arrangements with Trailblazer Transit by calling 1-888-743-3828.
ABSENCES

Please notify the teacher when your child will not attend a session because of illness, vacation, etc. by calling school at: 952-873-6320. If you are able, please call school prior to 8:00 a.m. to speak with the teacher. 
INCLEMENT WEATHER

When severe weather or other emergencies make it necessary to cancel classes, announcements can be heard on WCCO (830 AM) radio.  Also, Trinity Preschool is closed whenever Belle Plaine Public School is closed or has a late start due to weather. If Preschool classes cannot be held for any other reason, parents will be promptly notified by phone.  
ILLNESS/MEDICATION * 
Please do not bring a sick child to Preschool.  Wait 24 hours after a fever subsides before bringing the child back to school.  Consult your physician if your child has been sick with chicken pox, pneumonia, etc. before returning him/her to school.  Parents will be called to pick up a child who becomes sick during the Preschool day.  Trinity Lutheran Preschool does not administer medications to the children nor are medications stored at the facility.  Medication will be administered only in special circumstances where it is unavoidable and only with the written permission of the parent/guardian and a physician’s written order.
DISCIPLINE

Discipline will be based on God's Word reflecting a proper use of the Law and Gospel.  Each child is considered a unique individual with individual needs.  Each child will be treated with love and respect as a child of God.  Parents will be alerted to severe discipline problems.

DROPPED FROM ENROLLMENT

A child may be dropped from enrollment when
· the needs of the child cannot be served by the Preschool
· tuition is not paid each month promptly
· required health information is not submitted
· the child is not dropped off or picked up in a timely manner, or
· the child has been absent for a period of at least four consecutive class sessions without the school being notified.

NEWSLETTER

A school note is emailed to you each week.  It will inform you of upcoming events of the Day School and Preschool.  The Preschool teacher also prepares a weekly newsletter for parents.
PARENT/TEACHER CONFERENCES

Parent/Teacher conferences are scheduled after the first quarter of the school year.  Progress reports are given to parents three times during the year.  If parents have questions or concerns during the year, they may contact the teacher to discuss them at any time.  
SNACKS/LUNCH *
Each child is asked to bring his/her own snacks.  Full-day students should bring both a snack and a lunch.  Parents will have the option to purchase hot lunch for their child on predesignated hot lunch days (usually 4-5 times per month).               If the child has a birthday and would like to bring a special treat, please inform the teacher.
MILK TICKETS

Milk is available for your child each day.  You may purchase a milk punch card at any time from the teacher.  A note will be sent home when your child’s milk ticket has expired.  Milk tickets will only be punched when your child has milk.  Children who do not drink milk are asked to bring their own drink. 
FIELD TRIPS 
Whenever the class leaves the school grounds, a permission slip must be signed by the parent/guardian giving permission for the child to attend the field trip.  Parents who volunteer to drive must complete a Volunteer Driver Agreement and ensure that each child is buckled into an approved booster/car seat, as required by Minnesota State statutes.
VISITORS *
Parents are welcome to visit anytime class is in session.  Advance notice is appreciated.

YOUR CHILD

TRINITY LUTHERAN SCHOOL SOCIAL MEDIA POLICY
Parents and students are required to understand and support the philosophy of Trinity Lutheran School in all aspects of life, including on social media. Parents and students are reminded that they have a worldwide audience when they make social media postings. 
In Christian love for one another, staff members, parents and students agree not to post negative comments about other staff members, parents, and students on social media. Instead, if an issue arises, they agree to privately discuss the matter with the other person(s) involved and do what they can to resolve the problem in a God-pleasing way that seeks to protect our neighbor’s good name as God instructs in the 8th Commandment. 
In keeping with God’s guidance (Matthew Ch. 18) regarding dealing with others who may have done us wrong, we encourage parents and students to resolve problems in a loving and Christian way that will serve to glorify God and support Trinity Lutheran School’s mission and philosophy.  Therefore, if a parent or student has a concern, he/she should first discuss the problem with the teacher or individual directly involved. Following that, if it is necessary, the problem may be brought to the Lead Teacher, then the BOSE Chair, and then the Pastor.\

Order of handling a problem: 1) Teacher 2) Principal 3) BOSE Chair 4) Pastor

If the administration becomes aware of negative or mean-spirited messages or postings on social media that are harmful to others or the mission and gospel message of Trinity Lutheran School, those involved in making such posts will need to meet with the Chairman of the Board of School Elders and the Pastor. Depending on the offense, other disciplinary action will be taken.

Therefore, parents and students agree to the following:
I will act as I expect others to act towards me. At no time will I participate in destructive criticism of the staff or school to my child or others. If a problem arises, I will contact the teacher, Lead Teacher, then Board of School Elder Chairman to resolve the problem.

COVID-19

Due to the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, items in the Preschool Handbook will be adapted as necessary to reflect the most current information provided by the CDC, MDE, and other government-supported agencies.  Adaptions will be communicated on a case-by-case basis. 
HEALTH
Trinity will be working closely with the District School Health Nurse and the COVID response team if confirmed cases of COVID-19 within our Trinity family should arise.  
Students who are ill with COVID-19 related symptoms are asked to remain home for 24 hours after a fever (100.4) breaks without the use of medication and all COVID-related symptoms have improved OR as soon as a physician deems it safe for their return.
Students with prior existing conditions that exhibit symptoms in common with COVID should contact Mrs. Van Houten and their child’s classroom teacher to discuss their inclusion in the school day.
SINGING *
Children at Trinity School are given classroom training in singing, not only for the personal satisfaction which comes from music, but to also equip them to praise God in our services.

Each classroom functions as a choir for the worship service.  When a child is not able to take part in this privilege, parents are asked to inform the classroom teacher.  (A schedule of singing dates is distributed at the beginning of the year.)
VOLUNTEERS *
Volunteers during the school day will be limited to help reduce the number of people coming and going from the Trinity facility.
